Approximate times 
will be from 6 PM on Holy Thursday until 11 PM after the Easter Vigil on Saturday. Watch the weekly bulletin 
for details.

…call the Adoration Chapel Extension (#360) and leave your email address to receive a Substitute List on the 
first day of each month. Don’t forget to report your updated address or phone number so you will continue to 
get important notices.

Sections with significant additions or corrections will be included in the front of the 
book. 
 
…all parishes (especially those with Eucharistic Adoration Chapels) are asked to pray for vocations at 12 Noon 
on Fridays – so if your schedule allows, remember to stop in to pray around that time each week…
